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Cyberbullying is the act of bullying electronically. Cyberbullying happens when people 
use technologies like camera phones, instant messaging software, email, or web sites to 
put-down, threaten, scare, isolate, humiliate, or emotionally hurt others. Cyberbullies use 
many kinds of media such as text, photos, video, audio, or animation, either alone or in 
combination.  Victims of cyberbullying often have no refuge because unlike traditional 
bullying, cyberbullying knows no boundaries of place or time, and can be done remotely 
and anonymously.
